Programming Assignment #4
Personal & Professional Code Ethics Evaluation
An important purpose of this course is enable students to develop analysis skills to make decisions on ethical issues that may arise related to computer systems that you develop and implement in the future. An effective way to do that is to analyze hypothetical situations or real scenarios that present ethical case studies.
Your Assignment: Suggest an ethical scenario (a hypothetical one or a real one, like your boss asks you to change the system to create more revenue in the near term but, it will cause the system to fail in the long run) to evaluate in two parts:
1) You are to analyze the scenario using your own set of personal values. To do this you have to identify all of the stakeholders in the scenario, all of the actions that were taken, and all of the alternative actions that could have been taken. You are to state their reactions to the actions and decisions of the people in the scenario based upon their personal ethical framework. You are not graded upon their values, but upon how well you can state them to argue a position related to the scenario.
2) You should also analyze the scenario using the ACM Code of Ethics and Processional Conduct (https://www.acm.org/about-acm/acm-code-of-ethics-and-professional-conduct) stating the specific principles from the code that apply to the scenario and what the right course of actions are based upon that code.
Your paper should be a minimum of 2 pages (double-spaced). Do not use charts, source code or graphics in this write up.
