Course Description

This course provides a complete overview of web servers and client browsers, HTML, CSS, PHP, JSP, Servlets, Java programming, JDBC, and JavaScript. Prerequisite: CS 301.
Course Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of this course the student will:
1. Learn enough HTML5, CSS, JavaScript, XML, JDBC, PHP, and SQL and other tools, as needed, to create dynamic web sites that include client-side and server-side scripting.

2. Develop effective Java, HTML and JavaScript programming and database connectivity skills by implementing several projects. 

3. Learn how to create websites that integrate several web technologies and utilize modern development practices. 

4. Use scripting languages and web services to transfer data and add interactive components to web pages.

5. Incorporate best practices in navigation, usability and written content to design websites that give users easy access to the information they seek.
