Programming Assignment #1

Read chapters 1 and 2 of the textbook. Write both of these programs.

Program 1: Stock Commission
Mary bought 750 shares of stock at a price of $35.00 per share. She must pay her stockbroker a 2 percent commission for the transaction. Write a program that calculates and displays the following:

· The amount paid for the stock alone (without the commission) 

· The amount of the commission 

· The total amount paid (for the stock plus the commission) 

Program 2: Distance per Tank of Gas

A car with a 20-gallon gas tank averages 23.5 miles per gallon when driven in town and 28.9 miles per gallon when driven on the highway.

Write a program that calculates and displays the distance the car can travel on one tank of gas when driven in town and when driven on the highway.  Hint: The following formula can be used to calculate the distance:  Distance = Number of Gallons X Average Miles per Gallon.

Ask the user to enter the number of gallons and then tell the user how long they can drive (the distance) for the average car for town and highway driving.
