Assignment 1 - Activities and Intents
This first assignment will introduce you to a great resource called, Codelabs.

Google Developers Codelabs provide a guided, tutorial, hands-on coding experience. Most Codelabs will step you through the process of building a small application or adding a new feature to an existing application. To get started, you are to complete the “Activity and Intents” tutorial at:

The lab will walk you through how to create and build an app called Two Activities that, unsurprisingly, contains two Activity implementations. The lab provides you with the solution code so you can check your work and see where you might be able to improve. I do not need to see your completed results. I trust you will do the exercise on your own. After working with the tutorial, I’d like to have you practice what you’ve learned. Complete both parts:

Part 1: Complete the Step 8 “Code Challenge” section of the tutorial. 

Challenge: Create an app with three Button elements labeled Text One, Text Two, and Text Three. When any of these Button elements are clicked, launch a second Activity. That second Activity should contain a ScrollView that displays one of three text passages (you can include your choice of passages). Use an Intent to launch the second Activity with extras to indicate which of the three passages to display.
Part 2: Create an app of your own design that uses at least two activities and an intent to pass data between them. At this point you have had plenty of practice with these concepts so have fun and try to be creative.
