Programming Assignment #2
CSS – Cascading Style Sheets & XHTM

Your objective is to create a four page website using both XHTML and CSS. The website will need to be created using XHTML in an ordinary text editor. DO NOT USE A WEBSITE CREATOR TOOL. You need to hard code the XHTML tags. That is, not use a GUI website creation tool. The website should be laid out as illustrated in the following image.
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Select a topic for your website.  (E.g. dogs, cats, sports, hobbies, etc.)

You will need to add a small amount of content to each page as well as at least 1 image.  (You can take content snippets from other webpage sources.  You can also get your images from images search engine on google.com)

You will be using XHTML tables for the layout and you will be using CSS for all formatting of your webpage. Note that the CSS must meet the following criteria:
· Must be an external file.

· Must contain an ID selector, Class selector and Span as well as general formatting of existing XHTML tags.

You need to use the following CSS properties somewhere within your website:
· font-weight

· font-family

· font-size

· font-style

· font-decoration

· background-color

· background-image

· border-style

· border-color

· width

· height

· first-letter (Use this to capitalize the first letter on each of your content pages.)

· a:hover (Use this to change the color of a link when the mouse moves over it.)

· padding (Use this to move your text away from the edge of the screen.)

· margins (Use this to move the text away from your images.)

Tip
1) First create the layout using XHTML.

2) Second add your menu.

3) Once you are happy with the layout and menu, save 4 different files.  (One for each page that you will be linking to)

4) Now, the only thing you have to do is populate each of your template pages with content. (Text and 1 image)

5) After you have added your content you can begin adding the CSS formatting listed above.
6) Post all files and images to your CSU East Bay (or private) web space or PKZIP your files together into one file and send them to me via email.
