Programming Assignment #3
JavaScript Image Resize Tool (Using DOM)
Objectives: 
The objective of this assignment is for the students to demonstrate a reasonable level of understanding of JavaScript using the DOM.
Assignment: 

Your assignment is to create a new XHTML web page that resizes an image on the page. The page must contain a form with the following 4 inputs items on the form: 

· 1 Input box for the image width

· 1 Input box for the image height

· 1 Input box for the image border

· 1 input for the submit button

* Don’t forget to include an image tag and load your desired image within it.

In addition to the above requirements, you must create a separate JavaScript source file and include it in your HTML file. The JavaScript source will use the DOM ‘getElementById()’ to change the values of an image on your HTML page. Include a separate CSS file and format your input boxes (submit, input, etc.) so that they are noticeably different from the standard looking form items.

Tip:

Your ‘Submit’ button should call the ‘onClick()’ JavaScript method to execute your change to the image attributes.
Once completed, upload your web page, CSS and JavaScript files to your CSU East Bay or private web space.
