Programming Assignment #7 (Option D)

Do either A, B, C or D – (Only do 1)
CGI & Perl Programming


Part One - Command Line Perl

The object of this assignment is to get familiar with Perl/CGI scripts: 

· get used to Perl notation 

· run a program 

· run a CGI script 

Your program should print out, properly labeled: 

· Your name 

· Your email address 

· Your favorite quotation, in double quotes. 

Your program will then set a variable named $length to 13 and a variable named $width to 5. It will then figure out the perimeter of a rectangle with the given length and width, using those variables, and print the result, labeled appropriately. 

Here is sample output. It is sample output only. Your program must print different personal data. It must not print out the same name, address, color, and quote that you see here. The perimeter, of course, must be calculated correctly and will be the same for everyone.

Favorite color: green
Favorite quote:

   "It's not that way, it's over here!"

Perimeter of rectangle is 36.

You must indent your program properly! Your favorite quote must be on a separate line, indented, and enclosed in double quotes. 

Part Two - CGI
Take the same program that you wrote in part one and add the Perl code necessary to make it a CGI script that will send back a page of plain text (Hint: Content-type: text/plain). Add one more feature to your source code. The feature must involve a looping structure.
