A Survey of Oracle Features
For this assignment you will need to research some Oracle related tools and features and then answer the following questions. You can use the Oracle documentation found on the Oracle website or internet research to find the answer to these questions. (You only need to provide a short answer to these questions.) 
1. What do the Oracle commands ALTER SYSTEM and ALTER SESSION do? List some parameters that can be modified with the above commands.

2. In your locally installed Oracle version, list 5 tables available to users SYS and SYSTEM (USER_TABLES)
3. Using DBA_USERS view, list 2 users in your database install.
4. List the number and locations of existing log files.
5. List the name and locations of the control file(s)
6. Assume the target audience is this class. Create a brief summary that will explain in a step-by-step manner

a. How to backup an existing database

b. How to recover from a crash.

c. Tools available (from Oracle and other 3rd party vendors) for these tasks.
7. Briefly describe the object-relational features in Oracle.

8. Describe an application which could benefit from these Object-relational features in Oracle.

9. Compare the object model in Oracle with that in object oriented programming languages (e.g. Java, C++).
